· for companies also company data (name, address, taxpayer identification number)
Giving the above personal data is voluntary and your consent will be required but they are necessary while registration process and purchasing goods in the online shop www.stoneskirts.pl – personal data are used only for the realization of the above objectives.

Only in case of your consent (signing up to newsletter), given e-mail address will be used for Stone Skirts products marketing purposes. This consent can be withdrawn at any time.
PROTECTION AND FACILITATING INFORMATION
In order to the implementation of the agreement, online store can transmit personal data provided by you to: Shoplo.pl with its registered office in Warsaw. This company provide us a sales platform and enable us the realization of your orders. The amount of transmitted personal data is limited to the required minimum. Online store itself, and through shoplo.pl, make every effort to effectively protect your personal data. Every payment via electronic means are also protected by Alior Bank and Przelewy24, which cooperate with us. Nevertheless, we kindly ask you to be careful – log out from the websites after finished session and keep a login and password to the website in confidence.

We inform that at any time you have a right to request access to, change, block or remove data, and rectify complete or update any mistakes.
COOKIES POLICY
1. The Store does not automatically collect any data with the exception of information stored in cookie files.
2. Cookies are small files which are installed on the end device of the User and enable use of the Store's websites. They typically contain the name of the website they originate from, time of their storage on the end device and a unique number.
3. The entity installing cookies on the end device of the User and accessing them is the Store Operator.
4. Cookie files are used for:
· adjusting the contents of the Store's websites to the preferences of the User and optimisation of use of the Store's websites; in particular, cookies enable identification of the User's end device and correct display of the website by adjusting it to the User's individual needs;
· creating statistics, which helps to understand how Users use the Store's websites and enables improvement of the structure and contents of the websites.
5. The Store uses two basic types of cookie files:
· session cookies are temporary files stored in the end device of the User until he or she leaves the website or closes the browser window.
· persistent cookies are stored in the end device of the User for a period specified in their parameters or until their removal by the User.
6. The Store uses the following types of cookie files:
· "strictly necessary" cookies, which enable using the Store's services, e.g. cookies used for authentication purposes;

· "security" cookies used for detecting authentication abuse
· "performance" cookies, which enable collecting information about the way the Store's websites are used;
· "functionality" cookies, which enable saving User settings and interface personalisation data, such as selected language and location, font size, website layout etc.
· "advertising" cookies, which enable providing Users with advertising content tailored to their interests.
7. In many cases, the software used for browsing through web pages (online browser) accepts storage of cookies on the User’s terminal by default. The Shop’s Users may change cookies settings at any time. Those settings may be changed, in particular in such manner as to block automatic support of cookies in the online browser’s settings or inform about their setting on the Shop User’s terminal each time. The details of the options and ways of supporting cookies can be found in the software setting (of the online browser). 
8. Store Users can change their cookie settings at any time. In particular, settings can be changed so that cookies are not enabled automatically or the User is notified whenever a cookie file is installed on his or her end device. Detailed information on managing cookies can be found in your browser settings.
9. Please note that limiting the use of cookie files can reduce the functionality of the Store's websites. Cookies installed on the User's end device can also be used by advertisers and partners co-operating with the Store Operator.
